Welcome to Switzerland! We are looking forward to meeting you soon! 

 

In this document you will find examples of our placements available for the exchange-year 

2012/2013, but let us start with some important general information:  

 

 All candidates coming to Switzerland should inform us in their Priority List (attached to our 

National Profile) in which work fields (children, elderly, disabled etc.) they would like to work 

and why they would like to work in those fields. You will see that most projects are in the 

field of working with disabled, children and elderly people. In Switzerland, these are the 

main fields where volunteers are needed and where it’s okay when you are not fluent in 

German from the beginning. 

 

 We offer only very few residential projects. This means all volunteers interested in 

Switzerland should be prepared and willing to live in a host family. 

 

 Please note that the placement process is very complex since we have to consider the 

wishes of all volunteers and projects. It is not always possible to consider your first choice 

for a project/work field. Therefore it is important that you carefully think about different 

possibilities which might interest you.  

 

 If you choose specific projects, be aware that it might not be possible to place you there, 

although we will do our best to find a suitable situation for you. Therefore your choice of 

work fields is the most important part of the Priority List. 

 

 We ask you to choose your work fields carefully because you will work in the same 

project for the entire exchange year. Due to work permit law, a change of project is not 

possible.  

 

 Please note that your application as well as your Priority List is handed over to the employer 

as an application for the voluntary work. Therefore it is important that you fill in the forms 

carefully. You are welcome to add a detailed motivation letter and CV for your employer! 

Any additional information about yourself and your interests helps us to find a good match 

for you! 

 

 The duties of a volunteer include cleaning and tidying up in almost every project (for both 

men and women!). So be prepared!  

 

 In most projects at least a basic knowledge of the language is very important. The volunteer 

has to put as much effort as possible in learning the language. The more you improve your 

language skills, the more responsibility and variety in your daily work you will get. It is an 
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advantage ï and we highly recommend - starting learning the language already in 

your home country!  

 

 Generally, the volunteer has a 80% job. This means that you will work about 32 hours during 

4 – 5 days per week (working hours can vary in the different projects). So you will spend a 

considerable time of your exchange year working! 

 

 In some projects the volunteers have to work during weekends or evenings from time to 

time. They will have free time during the week as compensation. 

 

Please note that the work profile presents only a selection of projects. We ask you to 

state the field you are interested to work in and we will try to find a project that suits 

you.

Location (city, town) Basel  

Areas of Project Integration/children 

Aims The K5 is a cultural centre for people from all five continents. The 
aim is to support directly the process of integration and the 
equality of opportunities in the region.  

Activities The main activities are courses and projects for immigrants in the 
area of language as well as professional and social integration. In 
order to enable the people to participate in the courses the K5 has 
a day care centre for children in the age of 6 months to 5 years. 
The day care centre aims to create a warm and calm atmosphere 
that makes children feel comfortable, builds up trust and enables 
each child to develop. The children do activities like drawing and 
painting, looking at children’s books, hearing to stories etc. The 
staff pays special attention to language development. The day 
care centre can take a maximum of 50 children each day. 

Community Context Basel is the third-biggest city of Switzerland and lies at the border 
to Germany and France. 

Volunteer requirements Male or female, age 18 – 30. The volunteer must have a liking and 
ability to deal and work with children from different backgrounds 
and regions. He/she must be patient, open-minded, social, flexible, 
creative and willing to learn the German language quickly. (The 
language in the daytime nursery is dialect and standard German.) 

Volunteer tasks Supporting the day care team  
Reception of the children 
Helping the children with changing clothes and occasionally 
change diapers 
To participate in collective and individual play/games, for example 
singing, drawing and in- and outdoor activities 
Tidy up and cleaning 
There is also a bit of administrative work to do; like copying and 
filling in files and documents, control of lists and making shipping 
notice. 
The volunteer’s personal creativity can help in making his/her job 
more enjoyable.

Aims Experience field focusing on the senses. “How the eye looks, the 
ear is hearing, the nose is smelling, the mouth is tasting and the 
hands touch. “ The idea of fields of experience goes back to the 
German philosopher and artist Hugo Kükelhaus (1900-1984). 

Activities The exposition offers 40 different “stations” where the visitors can 
try things out and find out more about their senses. About 40’000 
visitors per year come to the Sensorium, many of them are school 
children. When the weather is bad there are much more visitors 
than on sunny days. 

Community Context Walkringen is a village about 30 minutes from Bern. 

Volunteer requirements The volunteer should be willing to work effectively in each area 
(reception, supervising the exposition, background work). The 
Sensorium is flexible when it comes to holiday plans, but on the 
other hand the volunteer is expected to give his/her best when 
present. 

Volunteer tasks The tasks for the volunteer are welcoming the guests, show and 
explain to the visitors the different parts of the exhibition, answer 
questions. When visitors don’t know how the exposition works, the 
volunteer should approach them actively and show them some 
examples. The Sensorium welcomes when the volunteers get 
involved in conversations with the visitors. There is also a lot of 
cleaning work to do (e.g. when the visitors try out the exhibition 
there is water splashing around).  
Additional to the work in the Sensorium, the volunteer will also 
help in other areas that belong to the “Stiftung Rüttihubelbad”. He 
will help with the administration and the archive, he will help with 
the ticket control when there is a concert, and he will help with 
transport and with technical things.
